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 You can help your child prepare for the new experience of going to 
school by encouraging him / her to be familiar with the following ideas; 
1) Being responsible: It is important for your child to learn how to adjust his 
or her time regarding the school schedule. This is considered the first step of 
practicing self-discipline. Your child should be in bed before 21.00 p.m. in order 
to be able to get up and be at school on time, and ready to join in the school 
morning activities. 
2) Being independent: You should encourage your child to do daily routines by 
him/herself, such as having a meal, getting dressed, going to the toilet, 
brushing his/her own teeth, etc.  These help promote the idea of being   
independent in life. If your child is not able to do these basic tasks        
independently while starting school, it may slow his/her ability to learn other 
things as teachers need to focus on helping your child practice these aspects. 
3) Knowing one’s self: You should help your child practice being able to tell  
his/her wants and needs to others, such as teachers and friends, which 
means telling others when he/she needs to go to toilet, is feeling sick or likes 
and dislikes. Teachers at school will also help enhance these skills. 
4) Being confident: Some students may cry during their first weeks at school 
due to their fear of being apart from parents. Therefore, you should     
reassure your child every morning that you are not leaving him/her or going 
anywhere and he/she will be picked up at a certain time at the end of each 
day. Also show your child that you are proud of him/her for going to school. 
Try to build a positive attitude towards going to school with your child by 
discussing what he/she should expect from the school, such as meeting kind 
teachers, playing with friends, and having fun activities. 

 On the first day at school kindly drop off your child before the   
morning assembly and let him/her spend time with teachers and         
friends right away so that your child can get familiar with the            
school faster. Please be assured that “We, the teachers,                    
will take care of your children as if they were our own”.

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  The Kindergarten program at Sarasas Ektra School is a 
bilingual program, which is divided into 4 levels: Nursery (NC.),     
Kindergarten 1 (KG.1), Kindergarten 2 (KG.2), and Kindergarten 3 
(KG.3). Having the bilingual program, means the school teaches in 
both English and in Thai with an emphasis on the development of 4 
areas of our students, which are: physical, emotional, interpersonal, 
and intellectual skills. Lessons are taught in both Thai and English in 
accordance to students’ learning   abilities in each grade level. 
 Sarasas Ektra offers a Kindergarten Program following the 
guidelines of the Thai Ministry of Education that includes 4 learning 
topics, which are: ‘My Body’, ‘People and Places’, ‘Environment’, and 
‘Nature’. The lessons are designed as integrated studies based on 
the ‘Multiple Intelligences’ theory, which are divided into 6 key    
activities: social development, rhythm and movement, creativity,  
outdoor activities, free play, and educational games. Moreover,   
special activities, such as yoga, physical education, music, piano, art, 
science, computer, and library are included. The school also        
organizes other activities celebrating holidays, such as Teacher’s  
Appreciation Day and Feast Day, Mother’s and Father’s Day, } 
Loy Krathong, Christmas, etc, in order for students to learn about 
Thai culture. 
 The school will provide parents with an overview of the     
lessons for every week, which you can use as guidelines in        
collaborating with the school to encourage your child’s            
learning. 
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 The first three years of a child’s life       
are the most important period as this is the period in which a 
child’s brain develops most rapidly. If a child has been prepared 
with an appropriate environment that helps foster the child’s    
development, the child will be able to improve their understanding 
and learning through interaction with their surrounding environment. 
 Our teaching methods are based on learning through direct 
experiences as students are encouraged to interact with other 
people and things around them by using their 5 senses and physical 
movements. Students will be challenged to learn from basic to   
advanced levels related to the students’ abilities and interests. 
Moreover, morality is introduced and promoted to students as the 
basis of social skills. Each class will be supervised by one Thai class 
teacher, two assistant teachers and a foreign teacher, as well as 
other special subject teachers. 
  As students in this level still need time to adjust themselves 
with teachers, friends and the school environment, the ratio of 
teaching time is divided into Thai (50%) and English (50%),       
emphasizing their living skills and their abilities to independently do 
tasks, such as eating, putting on shoes, looking after personal 
things, etc. 

  In Mathematics, students will learn to recognize and count 
numbers 1-10. Students also learn about the different shapes, 
such as circles, triangles and rectangles. In Languages and  
 Linguistics, students will practice their conversational skills,  
  pronunciation, storytelling,  letter recognition, and vocabulary  
     through a variety of fun activities such as music, art, 
      cooking, etc.

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Sickness  
 Any sick students must rest at home or hospital until he/she fully  
recovers in order to avoid being exposed to new germs or transmitting 
to others. Teachers will help absent students review and follow up on 
their missed lessons when they come back. 
 The school has a health center, in case of an emergency, for a 
sick child to stay while he/she is waiting to be picked up. If you get a 
phone call from the school informing about your sick child, please  
immediately come to school to collect your child yourself or by relatives.

 When bringing medication to school, parents must submit a letter 
of information to the class teacher. All medication bottles must be  
labeled with the student’s name, dosage, time and length of  
administration. 
 Students are only allowed to bring their toys to school during the 
first  week of school.  After that,  no toys are  allowed.  Any valuable  
belongings ( such as earrings, necklaces, bracelets, mobile phones, etc. ) 
should not be in the possession of any students at school, as they are 
too young to responsibly take care of these valuable items. The school 
will not take responsibility for any lost valuable items if the students 
bring them to school without school permission.

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Dropping off / Picking up students 
 Dropping off students (Morning) :  Parents may drop off the students at 
the drop off/pick up point, where there are daily duty teachers standing from       
07.00-08.00 am. Kindly prepare your child to have all his/her belongings (such as 
shoes, school bag, water bottle, and sleeping mat) ready before getting out of the 
car. The daily duty teachers are responsible for picking up your child and bringing 
him/her to the classroom. Due to parking limitations, the school would like to ask for 
you to cooperate by not parking your car, but rather dropping off your child at the 
drop-off point, in order to avoid traffic congestion and reduce school pollution. 
 Picking up students (Evening) : Parents should always show the pick-up card 
and arrive after class ends, to avoid causing traffic problems.

School Leave

 Dr. Howard Gardner’s theory of Multiple Intelligences (M.I.) has  

been widely accepted. The theory classifies human intelligence in 8 

categories. Societies at large are more receptive to people with       

ability in mathematics, logic and language, especially foreign languages, 

but people with other talents are often neglected. Dr. Howard Gardner 

proposed eight different intelligences to account for a broader range 

of human potential in children and adults. He believed that one human 

being may show intelligence in more than one area; however if these 

talents are not stimulated they might disappear in time. 

The Intelligences are; 

1. Visual Intelligence 

2.  Linguistic Intelligence 

3.  Logical / Mathematics Intelligence 

4.  Bodily / Kinesthetic Intelligence 

5.  Musical Intelligence 

6.  Interpersonal Intelligence 

7.  Intrapersonal Intelligence 

8.  Naturalist Intelligence
