Sarasas Ektra School is one of 37 Sarasas Affiliated Schools. It was
the first school in Thailand to implement bilingual (Thai-English) education
through the “Extra Class Program”. This was a special group of classes in
which students learnt English through content from native English speaking
teachers to ensure that they learnt English effectively and precisely. We
also had a Memorandum of Understanding (M.O.U.) with the Cambridge
Public School, Boston, United States of America, who supported us with
the curriculum and human resource development and teaching techniques.
The program was officially authorized by the Private Education Board Office,

Ministry of Education in 1995.

Our School has produced students who have become efficient
bilinguals for the past 20 years. Graduates from Sarasas Ektra have
continued their studies in the undergraduate degrees both in Thailand
(either Thai or International programs) and abroad. Some have then gone
on to start carrer-careers, and others have furthered their education in
Graduate School. Their accomplishments have proven their capability.
They have become decent citizens and respected professionals that

both their teachers and parents are proud of.



Teaching and Learning Process
Sarasas Ektra School Secondary Department

The teaching and learning process of the secondary department
is based on a curriculum that is regularly developed to fit bilingual
education but is still aligned with the core curriculum of the Ministry of
Education and adapted to society’s requirements. The teaching and
learning process focuses on in-depth study, variety of activities and
educational quality for the benefit all students.

The secondary department has a student-centered environment
where the students are allowed to develop the skills to maximize
their capacity in different fields. The school creates opportunities for
students to acquire knowledge and skills by getting them to work
independently and collaboratively with the teacher as the facilitator.
This approach also develops the students’ study skills and is related to
their Multiple Intelligences, based on the work of Dr. Howard Gardner at
Harvard University. His theory has bought a revolutionary change to
education, helping students to develop their potential in various fields
and to master the skills required.

Our school also prepares students to cope with the challenges
of the 21 century world and to grow up as good citizens of their country.
The skills that are enhanced are: thinking skills, creative skills, problem
solving skills, collaborative skills (team work), communication skills and
technological skills.




Junior Secondary (Years 7-9)
The program was designed in accordance with students’ learming capacity.

Extra Class Program

Taught both in Thai and in English, the Extra Class Program focusses
on enhancing the ability to use advanced English among students whose
English language skills are above average. The aim of this program is to
implant into the students’ minds confidence in using the English language
so that they can apply it for academic purposes and commmunication at
an internationally acknowledged level. Another aim is to enhance the
students’ academic awareness so that they possess skills and knowledge
necessary for 21*-century education. This will prepare them for using
English with confidence in their upper secondary studies, in the programs
befitting them and of their interest. The ratio of subjects taught in Thai
to subjects taught in English is 30: 70%.

Higher Secondary (Year 10 - 12)

Choice of options that students can choose to enrich themselves
for the future

1. GAC Program (Global Assessment Certificate)

The teaching-learning program in this strand integrates both the GAC
and the Thai curriculum. On completion at the end of Year 12 students
will be formally awarded the Global Assessment Certificate (GAC) by
representatives of issued by ACT Education Solutions, Australia, who
manage the worldwide GAC program. At the same time, through their
Thai studies, they will have completed the requirements for admission
into Thai-language university programs.

In this program the students prepare themselves for university in
Thailand or abroad through academic study of Mathematics, Science,
Social Science, Business and Technology. Furthermore, the students master
their skills in Independent Study and Research Projects with the use of
Advanced English through EAP (English for Academic Purposes). The skills
that are mastered are: Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing. Side by
side is the preparation for entering into the University environment.

Before graduating from this program students must take the IELTS
tests (International English Language Testing System) to assess their
standard of English for academic purposes. IELTS is also used by the
Universities to consider the admission of the student to their University.
The IELTS results therefore provide an open door for the students to
walk into the universities of their choice.

Upon graduating from Sarasas Ektra the students will receive two
certificates, one from the Ministry of Education and one from GAC. The
GAC certificates are accepted in many universities around the world and
also those in Thailand that have an international program.

2. Extra Class Program

The Extra Class program was developed by Sarasas Ektra for the
enhancement of students’ bilingualism with an emphasis on English.
Students in this program have a strong foundation in English, are
comfortable working in English and are interested in advancing their skills
for the future.

In this program the school has adjusted the time given Thai and English
studies giving English a higher priority to develop the student’s skills in
Academic English, or EAP (English for Academic Purposes). The areas of
focus for development are: Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing.
These skills are considered to be 21° century skills and are very important
for the students in their daily life and for their future.

This program is suitable for the students who want to develop their
English skills and also want to prepare themselves for university life after
graduating from Year 12. Students can choose their own University course
whether in the Thai program or an International Program where English
Language is used in teaching in faculties such as Science, Economics,



Business, Literature, Commerce and Accounting, Communications,
Humanities, Liberal Arts, Law, Political Science, Social Science, Social
